Family of Ane Kirstine Andersen b. 15.12.1844.PRIVATE 

All dates are written as day.month.year. The numbers in brackets (131) are the old farm numbers, used prior to our present land registration numbers.

Ane or Anne Kirstine Andersen was born in Bregninge parish on Aero (Ærø) island, Denmark. Most of her ancestors are from Bregninge and Tranderup parish on Aero with fewer from other parishes on the island. 

Aero is a small island in the southern part of Denmark and was until 1867 a part of the Duchy Schleswig. Between 1633 to 1750 Aero was divided between different Dukes. Read more on my web-site about the history of Aero. ( http://www.aerogenealogy.dk/aeroslaegt/250years.htm )
Aero is about 32 square miles surface area, about 20 miles long and averages ca. 2 miles in width. In 1890 the population was about 11.000 people whereas today it has dropped to about 7.000.

The population increase during the 19.th century was without any doubt the major reason for the emigration of so many young men and women to other countries, as the rural population was not able to purchase land at prices they could afford. Poverty at a level barely above starvation among the poorest was a great motivation factor to those who heard of cheap land and higher wages elsewhere. Many went to work elsewhere in Denmark as farm hands or laborers on the many brick and roofing tile factories all over Denmark and others decided to emigrate to other parts of the world, especially USA, Argentina, Australia or New Zealand.

The majority went to USA where many settled in Iowa, Arkansas, Montana, California and many other States.

My guess is that about 2000 people emigrated from Aero between 1860 to 1910. So far I have found 1025 people who emigrated from the island and of those I have researched about 450 people of which, for the major part, I have been in touch with descendants. What I find fascinating is that I'm related to almost all of these people in one way or another.

The story of Ane Kirstine Andersen's family is a story of farmers and laborers who had to work hard to make a living. 

Ane Kirstine Andersen's 2xgreatgrandfather was:

Anders Christensen (Schmidt) b. ca. 1735 d. 29.09.1781. His parents are unknown. In 1767 Anders purchased a plot of land that had previously been part of the Manor Wuderup. It is not possible to establish the exact amount of land that he purchased, but before 1853 his farm consisted of the later land registration numbers Voderup 6a, 17a, 17b, 18 and 19. Often land was sold without proper registration. Today the farm is owned by Magda Christensen, mother of Ib Christensen who wrote these lines. The address is Voderup no. 13, and is right next to the road leading to "Voderup Klint", a local tourist attraction where the land is sinking and forming terraces. 

Anders is supposed to be from Tranderup, but the church records do not list his birth. The nickname Schmidt is a German word for blacksmith, and other records use the Danish word "Smed". Possibly this was his occupation prior to moving to Voderup or perhaps his father's occupation.

He was married on 03.07.1770 in Rise to Maren Caspersdatter b. 1722 d. 15.10.1775, daughter of farmer Casper Christensen and wife Maren Rasmusdatter from Stokkeby (269). Maren and Anders had no children and after Maren died, he was married on 01.11.1775 to Sophie Margrethe Hansdatter b. 1745 d. 24.06.1826. Her parents are unknown.

At the probate held on 13.12.1781 after Anders Christensen (Schmidt-"Smed") died, there is a notice indicating that his widow was supposed to marry someone called Hans Christensen from Leby, Aero, but for some reason this did not happen. It was 5 years before she married again, whereas the normal practice was for a widow to marry within a few months of her husband's burial.

Sophie Margrethe was married on 12.11.1786 to Christen Pedersen b. 1758 d. 11.12.1786, son of farmer Peder Hansen and wife Gertrud Lassedatter from East Bregninge (6).

Christen Pedersen died just one month after their wedding, and probate was held on 13.12.1787. Less than one month later on 08.01.1788, Sophie Margrethe was married to Anders Andersen b. 1756 d. 12.08.1823, son of farmer Anders Andersen and wife Ellen Christensdatter from Bregninge. His father was operating the windmill at Bregninge (119).

over the farm in Voderup, land registration no. 17.

It appears that Anders inherits another small farm in Voderup, land registration no. 6 after his brother in 1779.

Shortly after his marriage to Sophia Margrethe he purchased a piece of land on 02.04.1788 from small landowner Christen Madsen in Voderup, Aero.

Anders Andersen turned over the farm to his son on 30.11.1815. At this time Sophia Margrethe's daughter Marie had already died.

The son Anders Andersen agreed to pay an anuity to his parents. The annuity document states:

"I Anders Andersen have today turned over my farm in Vuderupmark (Voderup) to my son Anders Andersen, and the agreed annuity that he has to give me and my wife yearly is as follows:

He was married in 1807 in Tranderup to Karen Mortensdatter  b. ca. 1787 d. 28.06.1849, daughter of mason Morten Pedersen and wife Anne Kristine Madsdatter from Tranderup (126). The house no longer exist.

He was married in Bregninge on 28.06.1844 to Ane Kirstine Pedersdatter b. 31.08.1825, daughter of small landowner Peder Lauritsen (Larsen) and wife Sophia Margaretha Hansdatter. They were related as Ane's mother Sohhia Margaretha Hansdatter was a daughter of Morten's uncle Hans Andersen.

Morten and Ane stayed in East Bregninge.

There is no probate after Morten Pedersen Andersen. At the census in 1845 he is listed as farm labourer and together with Ane and the son they are staying with Ane's parents in East Bregninge. At the census in 1870 Morten has taken over his father-in-law's house, and his mother-in-law is staying with them. The house is East Bregninge land register no. 44 a, now a part of land register no. 55 a.

Ane Kirstine turned over the house to a the grandson Peder Nissen Andersen.

Her father was:

Christen Pedersen Andersen b. 15.12.1844, son of Morten Pedersen Andersen and wife Ane Kirstine Pedersdatter. Christen was married on 01.03.1867 in Bregninge to Ellen Pedersen b. 16.08.1836, daughter of retired farmer Peder Nissen Hansen and wife Johanne Jorgensdatter from Skovby (118). More about her family below.

Christen was a small farmer and spinning-wheel manufacturer in East Bregninge.

Probate is held on 30.06.1906 where his widow is permitted to


remain in the house together with the two children, without


paying inheritance to the children, until such time when she


would remarry.


According to the land register Peder took over his 
father's house in East Bregninge, land register no. 44 a on


04.03.1903. His widow Karen Christensen was registered as


owner on 28.06.1910 and she sold the house on 04.04.1911 to


Niels Peder Madsen. The land was later made part of his


property land register no. 55 a.


Where Karen moved to I have not been able to establish, but


I suspect that she may have remarried - but no such record


in Bregninge or Tranderup parish. Since both her children


remained in Bregninge parish I presume she remained there.

There is no probate after Peder Lauritsen, however, an annuity contract between Peder Lauritsen and his daugther and son-in-law was made on 20.03.1852:

"I Peder Lauritsen have today turned over my house in East Bregninge to my daughter and her husband Morten Pedersen Andersen. The annuity that I and my wife shall receive annually are:

1: A room of reasonable size and a place to store firewood.

2: 10 bushels of Rye, 10 bushels of Barley, 6 bushels of potatoes, 1 bushel of peas, etc."

Ellen Pedersen b. 16.08.1836, daughter of retired farmer Peder Nissen Hansen and wife Johanne Jorgensdatter from Skovby (118).

Her 3xgreat-grandfather:

Peder Hansen. He was a farmer in Vindeballe (46) between 1661 to 1688. He was a village elder and turned over the farm to his son. The name of his wife is not known. The earliest church records are dated 1733.

We have no information on what the farm looked like before 1827. At that time the farm consisted of ca. 55 feet long house and the stables and barns are recorded as being about 135 feet long. The value in 1827 was given at 540 Rbd. (Rigsbankdaler = old danish unit for money).

Her 2xgreat-grandfather:

Hans Pedersen died 1723, son of farmer Peder Hansen from Vindeballe (46). Hans was married to Sidsel d. 1757. She died in Dunkaer, Aero where a son had a farm. When she died she was called Niels's Sidsel. Probate held on 09.10.1757. Presumably she married someone called Niels after Hans Pedersen died. The church records do not exist, and there are no other records of her possible marriage.

A stepson took over the farm but he insisted that an auction was held over stock and farm equipment, as the debt on the farm was too much in his opinion. Where this nickname has it's origin I cannot say for sure. Different branches of the family in different parts of Denmark claims that there should be a French connection, as the Danish word "Franskmand" means "a person from France". According to the family rumour he was related to a French Nobleman. My research however, does not show any such connection and I personally favour the theory that "Frankemand" in this connection, means a person who is "Free and unattached (unrestrained)" which in Danish translates to "Frank mand".

The name could have been given to Peder Nielsen because he insisted that his stepfather's farm be auctioned before he wanted to take it into possession. He wanted the farm to be free of debt.

(Sorry for those of you who favour the potentially much more interesting theory of relationship to a French Nobleman).

Anne Thomasdatter b. ca. 1726 d. 18.07.1807, daughter of farmer Thomas Hansen and wife Maren Hansdatter from Soeby (1).

Her father was:

Thomas Hansen b. ca. 1692 buried 05.02.1768. His parents are unknown. He was a farmer in Soeby at farm no. (1), land register no. 1.

He was married in 1720 to Anne d. ca. 1724, widow of Peder. No children.

After Anne died he was married on 25.06.1724 to Maren Hansdatter b. ca. 1701 d. 1776. Parents unknown.
