mother in Aeroskobing, and they brought with them 2 black 
maids. This was such a sensation in those days, since most 
people on the island had never seen black people before.

This involved a person called Rasmus Hansen from Dunkaer who was convicted and sentenced to be beheaded and thereafter to be thrown on the fire. A stepdaughter was sentenced at the same trial also to be beheaded and she was to be buried at the Gallows hill at Dunkaer. They were convicted of incest. (Although not related - she was his stepdaughter - but this was considered a very serious crime in those days).

Christen Hansen was a farmer in Vindeballe (51).

He continued his


studies of chemistry and botany and finally in 1838 he


was offered a posting at the pharmacy in the then Danish


West Indies, now the Virgin Islands.


Soon he had a well functioning pharmacy and developed several


drugs of his own which he sold on the islands and in the USA.


Later he also became a Director of the local Bank, "Bank of 
St. Thomas".


In 1850 Riise and his wife and the oldest children visited his


mother in Aeroskobing, and they brought with them 2 black 
maids. This was such a sensation in those days, since most 
people on the island had never seen black people before.


Later Riise sold his pharmacy and moved to Copenhagen, where

After his first wife died, he was married to Agathe Johansdatter Rabe daughter of Johan Povelsen Rabe and wife Ane Rasmusdatter from Soebygaard.

We do not know much about the life of Rasmus Christensen, but we know that the blacksmith was an important person in the village. Although the workshop and house where the blacksmith lived, usually belonged to the farmers, the blacksmith was expected to bring his own tools of the trade. Usually the villages had a small piece of land which the farmers maintained for the blacksmith, and an annuity was usually paid to him by the village farmers. For this the blacksmith was expected to assist the farmers at any time of the day, with any repair they may have.

Jorgen Rasmussen. He took over his father's workshop in Dunkaer, and on the 1.10.1828 he was married to Johanne Pedersdatter born ca. 1702, d. 22.11.1772.

We do not know the name of Johanne's mother, but she died in 1726.

Jorgen and Johanne had 6 children:

Ole became a "Saettemand" (Someone who manages the farm on behalf of a minor - usually a son of the widow). Jens Pedersen's oldest son however, did not want to take over the farm and sold his rights to his younger half-brother for 90 Rd.

2. Mette Margrethe Jorgensdatter b. 18.03.1731 d. 2.02.1797. She was married on 3.12.1754 to Laurits Lauritsen b. 19.04.1722 d. 27.04.1795 from Bro (214), Aero. Laurits had been married once before and had 5 children with his first wife. One of these children, the son Jørgen Lauritsen took over his fathers farm (214). He married and had 8 children. Jørgen Lauritsen and his wife both died only a few days apart of a contagious decease. A daughter was raised in Vindeballe, Aero, by farmer Hans Christensen.

At the probate held after his mother died (1.09.1775) we learn that he is staying at Drejet, Aero, presumably at the house known as "Drejhuset". He stayed there until 1797, where he bought half of his sister Mette's stepsons farm at Bro (214).

Rasmus is mentioned as guardian for his nephew Christen Pedersen when Christen together with two relatives bought a farm at Trappeskov.

After Christen died, Karen was married on 12.06.1718 to Hans Lassen from Leby b. ca. 1684 d. 14.11.1754. They had no children.

Probate was held on 15.06.1753 after Karen died. A son of her sister was to take over the farm. At that time the farm buildings were quite large, but only valued at 30 Rd. The farm had 8 horses, 4 cows, 2 heifers, 14 sheep, 1 ram, etc.

Maren Clausdatter b. 1739 d. 20.12.1802, daughter of farmer Claus Albertsen and wife Birthe Larsdatter from Stokkeby (280).

Her great-grandfather was:

Claus Albertsen. The name of his wife is unknown, but she died in 1702. Claus had a farm in Stokkeby (281) from 1683.

From the amount of tax that he paid it appears that his farm was half the size of the other farms. Presumeably the other half of the farm was the one that belonged to Strande Hansen. The farm was later divided between their sons.

Claus Albertsen is the 8xgreat-grandfather of Ib Christensen.

Her grandfather was:

Albert Clausen d. 1714. He took over half of his father's farm and half of Strande Hansen's farm.

He was married on 1.07.1736 to Birthe Larsdatter b. 1716 d. 1763, daughter of Laurits Christensen and wife Maren Eriksdatter from Dunkaer (219). Her name is also written Berte Lauritsdatter. More about her family below.

This couple are the 6 times great-grandparents of Ib Christensen.

Henrik was called "Henrik 
Lykkemand", as his father Laurits Albertsen had a farm called 
"Lykkestedet", which is the farm furthest to the east in 
Bregninge.

Claus Clausen b. 1757 d. 1826. He was a small landowner in 
Stokkeby. In 1782 he was married to Else Ditlevsdatter b. 1763 
d. 1788. She was a daughter of farmer Ditlev Knudsen from 
Stokkeby (281), a son of farmer Knud Ditlevsen. Cfr. above.


After Else died, Claus was married in 1794 to Birthe Cathrine 
Hansdatter from Stokkeby. After Birthe died, Claus was married 
in 1802 in Bregninge to Maren Andersdatter b. 1770 d. 1820. 
She was a daughter of small landowner Anders Pedersen from 
Staeremose, Bregninge Parish. They had 1 son.

He was married on 17.11.1827 in Lysabild, Als to Anne Marie Andresen b. 10.07.1807 in Lysabild d. 23.10.1877, daughter of farmer Andreas Andresen and wife Anne Marie Hansdatter from Svensmolle, Lysabild parish, Als island.

Andreas purchased a farm in Stokkeby (275) on 01.05.1830.
